The Year That | got Younger is loosely based on his 12 month Australian Visa experience, where the
traveling fiddler loses his violin and finds sobriety. This new show is bound to be another great hit.

With its experimental and edgy feel, the totally live soundtrack builds through the show with the
clever and creative use of a looping pedal. The simple use of technology, improvised script, Irish
storytelling and heartfelt method acting combined with magical realism to push the theatre piece
bravely past the boundaries of modern theatre into the realm of new jazz theatre.
